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(C) What to improve

(1) The report should better explain to what extent the identified problems are due to: (i) a
failure of the legal framework of REACH, (ii) its implementation, (iii) the increased
ambition for zero-pollution, or (iv) the availability of new scientific knowledge. It
needs to explain clearly in the problem definition and in the baseline scenario if, how,
and to what extent the follow up actions from the evaluation and other recent measures
aiming to improve the implementation of REACH, addressed the identified issues. It
should also better explain the role of the review clause for polymers and information
requirements within REACH.
